Citizens Comments:  Several residents were present to express their concerns regarding an increase in break-ins in the Swisher area and asked the Council for guidance on how to go about making the residents of Swisher aware of this problem and what they can do to prevent it.  Mayor Grabe advised that he would contact the Johnson County Sheriff’s Department and also speak with the city attorney to see what can be done.  Laura Hoover updated the Council on the progress of the library and asked the Council to provide Johnson County with a right of refusal letter regarding the county property located in Swisher.

Dick Welch asked for an update on the Assisted Living Center being built by the Fishers.  Aaron Fisher was present and noted that they hope to start this summer.  Norm Neal asked that the street sweeper be used on Rose Avenue and some other streets to help clean them up. 

Consent Agenda:  Motion by T. Mason, seconded by B. Hoss, to approve Consent Agenda consisting of March 10, 2008 and March 24, 2008 Minutes, Summary List of Claims, Clerk/Treasurer Report for March 2008, March 2008 Utility Financial Report and three building permits.  All Ayes.  Motion carried 4-0. 

Employees:  Maintenance Worker, Jeff Tonn, informed the Council that there are several streets that need repair after the hard winter and asked that they be able to purchase a cement saw so that the small repairs can be done by the city workers instead of contracting them out.  Motion by B. Hoss, seconded by T. Mason to approve the purchase of a cement saw and blades.  All Ayes.  Motion carried 4-0.

Tonn also presented a bid for other street repairs and placing asphalt on the park trail.  He also informed the Council that water is starting to pool on the northeast corner of the tennis courts and that the area may need to be tiled.

It was noted that the council’s consensus was that the general layout of the preliminary plat did not warrant any issues at this time.

The amendments to the Building Code were discussed.  It was decided that City Attorney, Steve Greenleaf and Johnson County Building Inspector, Ruben Arsate would review the exceptions and this item will be discussed again at the next regular council meeting.

Discussion was held on the requirement of the property owned by Forest Oak Properties to install a sprinkler system.  Ruben Arsate, Johnson County Building Inspector, noted that the requirement had been overlooked on the initial permit application.  Bill Knapp was asked to provide information allowing an exception to the city attorney for clarification.  

Mike and Sherry Pilarczyk were present to ask permission to place two TOD signs on city property to assist motorists/tourists who drive through Swisher to locate their orchard.  Motion by L. Svec, seconded by T. Mason to approve placement of the signs.  All Ayes.  Motion carried 4-0.

Doug Lindner of the Solon Economist was present to ask for the city’s participation in a monthly newsletter publication.  Motion by L. Svec, seconded by S. Huston to approve participation.  All Ayes.  Motion carried 4-0.

William Crowley of the Swisher American Legion informed the Council that Swisher Fun Days will be August 1st and 2nd this year and that Swing Crew will be playing on Friday night and Stampede on Saturday night.  The theme this year is “Welcome Home.”  He asked that the streets be blocked off again for the parade and inquired about permit requirements.  The problem with 4-wheelers was discussed and the Council asked the Legion to inform parade participants that the city ordinance regarding 4-wheelers would be enforced after the parade.  It was noted that the next Fun Days Committee meeting will be April 21st at 6:30 p.m. at the Legion.

Discussion was held on the establishment of a 28E Agreement with Shueyville regarding a Building Inspection Appeals Board.  City Attorney, Steve Greenleaf was asked to look into this and report back to the Council.

The Jefferson-Monroe Fire Department asked that they be able to set up a lunch booth on the city lot next to the city hall for a fundraiser during the city wide garage sales.  Approval was given.
