REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING

Council Meeting called to order at 7:02 p.m. by Mayor Scott Grabe at Swisher City Hall, Swisher, Iowa. 

Council Present:  Angie Hinrichs, Tim Mason and Larry Svec.  Absent: Mary Gudenkauf and Scott Huston. 

Also Present:  City Clerk Connie Meier, City Maintenance Workers Jeff Tonn and Craig Vondracek, Laura Hoover and Mary Bryan.
Citizens Comments:  Mary Bryan asked that the Legion Auxiliary be allowed to hold a car wash at the City Park on August 20, 2011.  Permission was given by the council.

Consent Agenda:  Motion by T. Mason, seconded by A. Hinrichs to approve the Consent Agenda consisting of July 11, 2011 Minutes, Summary List of Claims, Clerk/Treasurer Report for July 2011, July 2011 Utility Financial Report, and approval of Pay Estimate #16 for the Sewer Plant Project not to exceed the 5% retainage amount.  All Ayes.  Motion carried 3-0.  

Employees: City Maintenance worker Jeff Tonn informed the council that they have been spending a lot of time on storm clean up, the sewer plant has been up and running but they continue to have problems with the pumps, UV lighting and other items.  A punch list has been established and they are working on correcting the problems.  Oak Avenue repair bid has been received and work should begin some time this month.  The blue truck is in need of repairs and will be taken in for service.  City Clerk Connie Meier updated the council on information she obtained from the Clerk’s Academy this past week in Ames.  She also informed the council that the auditor will be finishing up their audit this week and reminded the council and maintenance employees that they need to complete the NIMS training on line and bring a copy of their completion certificate to her.

Laura Hoover and Mary Bryan presented the council with an update on the progress of the Library and asked for quarterly disbursements of the $5,000 budgeted for this fiscal year.  Motion by T. Mason, seconded by L. Svec to approve quarterly payments to the Swisher Community Library in the amount of $1250 beginning immediately.  All Ayes.  Motion carried 3-0.

Discussion was held on the street closings for the Swisher Men’s Club Car Show to be held on September 17, 2011.  Motion by L. Svec, seconded by T. Mason to approve the requested street closings with the exception of the portion of Second Street in front of the Library, making sure access is allowed to the Library.  All Ayes.  Motion carried 3-0.

Motion by A. Hinrichs, seconded by T. Mason to approve Resolution 2011-14 Adopting the Iowa Department of Transportation Annual Street Finance Report from July 1, 2010 to June 30, 2011.  Roll Call: Ayes: A. Hinrichs, T. Mason and L. Svec.  Nays:  None.  Absent: M. Gudenkauf and S. Huston.  Motion carried 3-0.

Motion by T. Mason, seconded by L. Svec to approve WWTP Change Authorization Request for previously approved Change Order #1 in the amount of $1,346.85.  All Ayes.  Motion carried 3-0.

An updated proposal was submitted from Prairie Road Builders for repairs to Oak Avenue that were previously approved at the April 12, 2010 council meeting with Resolution 2010-12 but put on hold due to the heavy truck traffic during the sewer plant project.  Motion by T. Mason, seconded by A. Hinrichs to approve the updated proposal.  All Ayes.  Motion carried 3-0.

Correspondence:  Correspondence and the Johnson County Sheriff’s Report were presented for review.
