Sheriff’s Report:  Sheriff’s Report was presented for review.  Gary Kramer of the Johnson County Sheriff’s Department was present and informed the council that the speed trailer was broken.  They are replacing it with a new one that collects data and they should have it soon.  They are also going to a new computer time accounting system the 1st of January and it will probably take a few months to get all the bugs out.  

Employees:  Jeff Tonn informed the council that 1) The tree next to the city hall has been taken down and they will clean it up as soon as the weather permits.  2) The Christmas lights are up and the timers have been synchronized.  3) They received a call from the DNR letting them know that files had been stolen containing personal information.

Discussion was held on the FY 08-09 Budget.  Further discussion will take place at the January council meeting and it will be decided at that time if special meetings will be necessary.

Dan Marak addressed the council regarding 96 acres of property owned by his family that they are considering developing and annexing into the city.  A planning meeting will be set with the Mayor and City Engineer the first part of January.
