REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING

Council Meeting called to order at 7:02 p.m. by Mayor Scott Grabe at Swisher City Hall, Swisher, Iowa. 

Council Present:  Mary Gudenkauf, Scott Huston, Tim Mason and Larry Svec.  Absent: Angie Hinrichs. 

Also Present:  City Clerk Connie Meier, City Maintenance Workers Jeff Tonn and Craig Vondracek, Vicky Lane, Chris Umscheid with the North Liberty Leader and Mark Prentice with Johnson County Sheriff’s Department.
Citizens Comments:  Laura Hoover updated the council on the progress of the Library.  She made the council aware that the Library had its one-year anniversary on February 6th and a cake was shared.  They had an in-service with the State Library to assist them in working on their accreditation.  Two steps are still needed; the City needs to establish a Library Board who would approve library policies and they need to obtain city funding.  She also noted several accomplishments of the library including 300 registered patrons, one-third of them being family accounts, one-half of them being from the City of Swisher and the other half from the county, they have a circulation of 3,500 with an average of 200 books being checked out at one time, they have a website which includes Tumblebooks, interlibrary loan and will be adding and EBSCO data base program,  which is a magazine search program and Neighbors, which is an audio book program. 

Angie Hinrichs arrived at 7:21 p.m.

Consent Agenda:  Motion by T. Mason, seconded by S. Huston to approve the Consent Agenda consisting of January 10, 2011 Minutes, Summary List of Claims, Clerk/Treasurer Report for January 2011, January 2011 Utility Financial Report, and a solicitor’s license for Peppy’s Ice Cream.  All Ayes.  Motion carried 5-0. 

Employees: City Maintenance Worker Jeff Tonn informed the council that they have been moving a lot of snow, pins were broken in the tractor loading bucket and have been repaired, several road signs were out of the ground west of the Post Office and they will be repaired as soon as weather allows, three mail boxes were accidentally knocked over during snow removal, the sewer plant is coming along fine, the tank is finished and they are waiting for the electrician, the new generator has been delivered and Aeromod will be coming the second or third week in March to do a check.

City Clerk, Connie Meier, advised the council that she is currently working on updating the City Code on the website, JCCOG has sent a request for traffic studies, she is currently taking proposals on the city’s insurance and the 2010 census numbers are in and Swisher is now at 879.

Discussion was held on the proposed budget for the 2011-2012 fiscal year.  Motion by T. Mason, seconded by M. Absent: None.  Motion carried 4-1.

Discussion was held on Ordinance 229 Amending the Swisher Code of Ordinances Chapter 69.07.15 Parking Prohibited.  This Ordinance would not allow anyone to park a vehicle within an alley.  Ordinance died due to lack of motion.

Huston to approve Resolution 2011-06 Authorizing The Restriction Of Carrying Firearms Or Other Dangerous Weapons Into A City Owned Or Operated Building Or Onto City Property.  Roll Call:  Ayes: M. Gudenkauf, A. Hinrichs, S. Huston and L. Svec.  Nays:  T. Mason.  Absent: None.  Motion carried 4-1.

Motion by T. Mason, seconded by A. Hinrichs to approve Resolution 2011-03 Authorizing the City of Swisher to Enter Into a Contract with the Johnson County Sheriff’s Department for Police Protection.  Roll Call: Ayes: M. Gudenkauf, A. Hinrichs, S. Huston, T. Mason and L. Svec.  Nays:  None.  Absent: None.  Motion carried 5-0.

Motion by M. Gudenkauf, seconded by T. Mason to approve Resolution 2011-04 Approving the Rezoning of Lot 3 S&J Tomash First Subdivision from MH to ML District in Johnson County, Iowa, which is within the two-mile fringe area agreement policy with Johnson County and the City of Swisher.  Roll Call: Ayes: M. Gudenkauf, A. Hinrichs, S. Huston, T. Mason and L. Svec.  Nays:  None.  Absent: None.  Motion carried 5-0.

Motion by M. Gudenkauf and seconded by S. Huston to approve Resolution 2011-05 Authorizing the City Clerk to Write off Unpaid Utility Accounts for Sewer and Garbage Fees that have been Deemed Uncollectable. Roll Call: Ayes: M. Gudenkauf, A. Hinrichs, S. Huston, T. Mason and L. Svec.  Nays:  None.  Absent: None.  Motion carried 5-0.
