City Maintenance worker Jeff Tonn informed the council that the new pumps have been working properly, they have been doing maintenance on the sewer plant including sludge removal, draining the clarifiers and more changes will need to be done in the Spring as well as sludge removal that will probably need to be done on an annual basis.

Mayor, Tim Mason, updated the council on a meeting he attended regarding TIF and a report that was presented by Peter S. Fisher.

Discussion was also held on the current garbage pick-up policy and the size of garbage cans allowed.  Another option was discussed and it was decided to do a bulk mailing to the residents of Swisher asking for their input on which pick-up policy would most benefit the community.
