REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING

Council Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Mayor Pro-tem Barb Hoss at Swisher City Hall, Swisher, Iowa. 

Council Present:  Barb Hoss, Tom Perkins, Ginny Svec, and Larry Svec.  Absent: Kenny Feldman 

Also Present:  City Clerk Connie Evans, Maintenance Worker Erv Jones, Assistant Maintenance Worker Jeff Tonn, P&Z Chair Norm Neal, Dean Sturtz and Larry Serbousek. 

Consent Agenda:  Motion by T.  Perkins, seconded by L. Svec, to approve Consent Agenda consisting of June 11, 2007 Minutes, Summary List of Claims presented, Clerk/Treasurer Report for June 2007, and June 2007 Utility Financial Report.  All Ayes.  Motion carried 4-0.  

Citizens Present:  Norm Neal informed the Council that the Swisher Men’s Club would be donating money to purchase up to  three new Christmas decorations for the city not to exceed $1,000.  Christmas decorations can be purchased during the month of July at a 25% discount.  Motion by G. Svec, seconded by T. Perkins, to have the City match the Men’s Club donation.

Sheriff’s Report:  Sheriff’s Report was presented for review.  City Clerk Evans reported that she talked with Johnson County and was informed that their computer system is city sensitive and pulls up everything with a Swisher address on their monthly report.  She was assured that the City is receiving the hours of coverage billed for plus.  

Employees:  City Clerk, Connie Evans, reported that the City is due for an audit this year and the State has scheduled it for sometime in November, Orchard Street has been repaired, the garage door for the D&G lot building will be installed on July 17, 2007, the Fall newsletter will be sent out next week and she would like any information by Friday, July 13th, and the Board of Adjustment will be meeting on Wednesday, July 11, 2007, regarding the variance request of Little Angels Daycare.  She also asked for the Council’s input on whether the new park shed should be 10X8 or 10X10.  The Council chose to go with the 10X10.  Jeff Tonn informed the Council that the tractor door glass had been broken and was replaced and that they purchased a transit to assist in clearing out the ditches.  

Old Business:  Maintenance workers, Jeff Tonn and Erv Jones, presented the Council with their recommendations on the street repairs proposed by Prairie Builders and L.L. Pelling.  The Council asked that the City Engineer look at the location on Third Street, between Swisher View and Allen Avenue.  It was decided that each council member would look at each proposed site and a final decision would be made at the August regular council meeting.  .

Motion by G. Svec, seconded by T. Perkins, to appoint Karen Vondracek to the Community Fund Committee for a three-year term.  All Ayes.  Motion carried 4-0.

City Clerk, Connie Evans, presented the Council with a report summarizing FY 06-07.

New Business:  Motion by L.Svec, seconded by G. Svec, to approve the Cigarette Permit Renewal for the Swisher American Legion Club 671.  All Ayes.  Motion carried 4-0.

One building permit was presented. 

Correspondence:  Correspondence was presented for review.
Announcements: Jeff Tonn informed the Council that the sewer plant bubblers quit and the pumps weren’t working.  A temporary fix was done and Wendling will look at it sometime next week.  They feel a pipe may have collapsed.
