REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING

Council Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Mayor Scott Grabe at Swisher City Hall, Swisher, Iowa. 

Council Present:  Mary Gudenkauf, Angie Hinrichs, Tim Mason and Larry Svec.  Absent: S. Huston. 

Also Present:  City Clerk Connie Meier, City Maintenance Workers Jeff Tonn and Craig Vondracek, City Engineers Michael Hart and Randy Krutzfield, Keith Kramer, Trish Kramer and a representative from Johnson County Sheriff’s Department.
Citizens Comments:  None.

Consent Agenda:  Motion by T. Mason, seconded by M. Gudenkauf to approve the Consent Agenda consisting of April 11, 2011 Minutes, Summary List of Claims, Clerk/Treasurer Report for April 2011 and April 2011 Utility Financial Report.  All Ayes.  Motion carried 4-0. 

Employees: Larry Svec asked that the Maintenance workers add some gravel to the shoulder on 120th Street near Hwy 965.  City Maintenance Worker Jeff Tonn updated the council on the sewer plant progress noting that Aeromod was there two days last week as well as the generator people and painters.  They filled in around the playground surface at the park near the City Hall and seeded it.  They will probably have to do it one more time once it settles.  The electric wire issue has been resolved at Castek Park and they will be replacing dead end barricades that are in need of repair.  City Clerk, Connie Meier informed the council that this is an audit year and she has contracted with the State to perform the audit and asked that it be done as early as possible.  She gave a report of what she had learned at the IMFOA conference and that the legislators would be meeting the following day to discuss commercial property tax roll backs.  She also noted that Alliant would be in town for the next four months upgrading electric distribution and that City Wide Clean Up Day is this Saturday, May 14 from 8 to 11 a.m.

Discussion was held on the traffic study conducted on Swisher View Drive near Third Street.  It was decided to order four fluorescent “Slow Children at Play” signs without the flashing light at this time and to also put a notice in the NoJoCo this month alerting people to slow down in that area.

Michael Hart and Randy Krutzfield were present to discuss the progress of the sewer plant project and some additional items that are needed that were not included in the original bid.  Motion by T. Mason, seconded by L. Svec to approve the sludge removal and additional fencing needed to complete the project.  All Ayes.  Motion carried 4-0.
Discussion was held on the Franchise Agreement presented by Alliant Energy.  Motion by T. Mason, seconded by A. Hinrichs to deny the agreement at this time.  All Ayes.  Motion carried 4-0.

A Proposal for road repairs was presented and reviewed.  The Mayor asked the council to take a look at the requested repairs before the next council meeting and prioritize the repairs in order of importance.  The council also asked the maintenance workers to get additional bids for the repairs.

Correspondence:  Correspondence and the Johnson County Sheriff’s Report were presented for review.
