OF OCTOBER 8, 2007

REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING

Council Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Mayor Scott Grabe at Swisher City Hall, Swisher, Iowa.

Consent Agenda:  Motion by B.Hoss, seconded by L. Svec, to approve Consent Agenda consisting of September 24, 2007 Minutes, Summary List of Claims, Clerk/Treasurer Report for September 2007, and September 2007 Utility Financial Report.  All Ayes.  Motion carried 3-0.  

Citizens Present:  None.  

Sheriff’s Report:  Sheriff’s Report was presented for review.  

Employees:  L. Svec stated that he was approached by Jim Wagner who was requesting that the speed limit on Gable Road be dropped.  The item will be placed on the next council meeting agenda.

Jeff Tonn updated the Council on 1) Park shed walls are up and they will be working on the roof and the doors.  2) They are waiting on two bids for the generator for the sewer plant.  It will run if they need it to but not sure how long.  Mike Hart will give us some specs for obtaining bids on a larger unit that will accommodate the future sewer plant upgrades.  3) A new float switch has been ordered but is not in yet.  4) The ditch on Rose and Second still needs additional work. Additional companies will be contacted to get bids.

City Clerk, Connie Evans, informed the Council that 1) The abandoned vehicles have been taken care of at this time.  2) The tree that was planted in the right-of-way has been removed.  3) The bush at Murk-N-T will be trimmed within the next three weeks.  4) There is still a problem with board members showing up for meetings.  It was decided to send these people a letter asking if they wish to continue to be on the boards.  5) Maintenance worker, Jeff Tonn, will be able to take the exam for wastewater certification after he completes his year of employment, which will be October 30, 2007.  6) Planning and Zoning meeting for October will be changed to October 24th due to Halloween.  7) We can obtain a wireless connection through Swisher Telephone at a one-time fee of $110.00.  Mayor Grabe will check with them regarding this service.  8) The current sewer inspector is no longer able to perform the duties.  It was decided to have the maintenance men perform these duties from now on.  9) She is working with Cedar Valley Humane Society regarding a 28e agreement for animal services and will be getting with the city attorney to prepare a draft 28e agreement for review.

Discussion was held regarding the request for a conditional use permit of Mike and Sherry Pilarczyk for Honey Creek Acres, which is in the two-mile fringe area with Johnson County.  Motion by B. Hoss, seconded by L. Svec to approve the permit based on the conditions as stated in the notice of public hearing provided by Johnson County, but would not approve any expansion beyond the current scope.  A letter will be prepared by Mayor Grabe to send to Johnson County.  All Ayes.  Motion carried 3-0.

Doug Frederick presented the Council with information regarding the preliminary plat of Fisher’s Fifth Addition.  Mike Hart, City Engineer, addressed his concerns with the Council.  Motion by B. Hoss, seconded by L. Svec to approve Resolution 2006-15 per the engineer’s specifications addressed in Exhibit B.  Roll Call:  Ayes: B. Hoss, G. Svec, L. Svec.  Nays:  None.  Absent: K. Feldman, T. Perkins.  Motion carried 3-0.

A lengthy discussion was held regarding the repairs of alleys and streets.  It was decided to place this item on the December council agenda.

It was decided not to participate in the Mid American Trees Please Grant this year.

City Clerk, Connie Evans, informed the Council that the group health insurance premium would go up this year approximately 6%.  It was decided to continue with the existing policy.
