Motion by L. Svec, seconded by G. Svec to approve the permit for the Swisher 5K Race and Route.  All Ayes.  Motion carried 4-0.

Correspondence:  Correspondence was presented for review.

Announcements: Karen Vondracek informed the council that she was looking at purchasing some property in downtown Swisher and would like to renovate the building back to its original state and use it for a restaurant/coffee shop/ice cream parlor.  She asked for assistance with any type of grants, tax abatements or any other financial help available.
