REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING

Council Meeting called to order at 7:01 p.m. by Mayor Scott Grabe at Swisher City Hall, Swisher, Iowa.

Consent Agenda:  Motion by T. Mason, seconded by S. Huston to approve the Consent Agenda consisting of August 8, 2011 Minutes, Summary List of Claims, Clerk/Treasurer Report for August 2011, August 2011 Utility Financial Report, and Liquor License and Outdoor Permit for Melsha Tap.  All Ayes.  Motion carried 3-0.  

Employees: Council member Larry Svec addressed the ongoing issue of vehicles not stopping at the intersection of Swisher View Drive and Division Street and excessive speed in that area.  City Clerk, Connie Meier, was asked to contact Johnson County Sheriff’s Department to ask for additional coverage in that area and to also ask JCCOG to perform a traffic study.  Scott Huston also addressed the ongoing issue of the violations of four wheelers on the city streets and violations of golf carts out after dark and golf carts and four wheelers being operated by children.  It was decided to put one last request for compliance in the NoJoCo and if problems still exist, an Ordinance would be adopted to revoke the use of golf carts on the city streets.  

City Maintenance worker Jeff Tonn informed the council that they have been painting street lines, the sewer lab certification is complete for two more years, they are still having issues with the pumps at the sewer plant and the DNR inspection was completed last week.

City Clerk, Connie Meier, updated the council on the Nuisance letters that had been sent out and correspondence she has received.  She noted that some of the nuisances have been cleaned up but there is still some remaining.  She was advised to proceed further and refer the nuisances over to the City Attorney for further action.

Discussion was held on the current Investment Policy for the City of Swisher.  Motion by T. Mason, seconded by L. Svec to table the Resolution until the next regular council meeting to allow time to discuss the issue with the bank.

Motion by T. Mason, seconded by S. Huston to approve Resolution 2011-16 Authorizing the City Clerk to Certify to the County Auditor for Collection on the Unpaid Utility Bills.  Roll Call: Ayes: S. Huston, T. Mason and L. Svec.  Nays:  None.  Absent: A. Hinrichs and M. Gudenkauf.  Motion carried 3-0.

Motion by L. Svec, seconded by S. Huston to approve the 2011 Annual Financial Report.  All Ayes.  Motion carried 3-0.

Correspondence:  Correspondence and the Johnson County Sheriff’s Report were presented for review.
