REGULAR PLANNING & ZONING MEETING

Planning and Zoning Meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by P & Z Chairman Randy Hurlbert at Swisher City Hall, Swisher, Iowa.

Agenda and Minutes:  Motion by Sturtz, seconded by Riggle, to approve the Agenda.  All Ayes.  Motion carried 6-0.  Motion by Sturtz, seconded by Rompot, to approve the January 30, 2008, P & Z Minutes.  All Ayes.  Motion carried 6-0.

Citizens Present:  None.

Old Business:  Rick Dvorak, Johnson County Planning and Zoning, provided the Commission with a draft copy of the proposed revisions to the Fringe Area Agreement and a revised map.  He explained the changes and asked for comments.  Motion by Riggle, seconded by Haight to recommend approval of the Agreement to the Council.  All Ayes.  Motion carried 6-0.

New Business:  A revised version of the preliminary plat for Maraks Estates Subdivision was presented addressing the comments received from Mike Hart, City Engineer.  Discussion was held on the 5% requirement for park area and the developer agreed to allow lot 5 for this purpose and asked that he be able to place the well house in that area and also be able to name the park.  The placement of sidewalks along 120th street was also discussed and recommended as well as improvements to Greencastle Avenue.  It was decided to recommend to the Council to allow a variance to seal coat from lots 59-63 at the completion of Phase V with the understanding that when the other side of the road gets developed, those lots will be assessed.  It was noted that Item 14 “Longitudinal Drains” would be addressed in the construction drawings.   Motion by Sturtz, seconded by Rompot to approve recommendation to the Council of the preliminary plat with the satisfaction of items 1 – 14 of the City Engineer’s Response to Review of Preliminary Plat.  All Ayes.  Motion carried 6-0.

Motion by Riggle, seconded by Rompot to table the Future Land Use Plan until a time when the Commission can hold a joint workshop with the Council.  All Ayes.  Motion carried 6-0.

Announcements: The speed limit on Greencastle was discussed and Mayor Scott Grabe informed the Commission that it was discussed at a previous council meeting and the a possible speed study may be performed in the near future.
